This memo has been created to inform students of what they are responsible for on the manufacturing videos.  Students will be responsible for:

Descriptions of a Technique

· How does a technique physically work

· What sort of machinery/equipment is involved

· General parameters for a process are good.  Example:

· Question: At what temperature should metal bar be at for hot rolling?

· Answer:  Hot enough to allow dynamic recrystallization to take place. >0.5Tmelting
· Exact numbers are not necessary (i.e. the exact temperature of a metal for rolling, casting, etc.)

Applications of a Technique

· What sort of parts can be created? Example:

· Approximate size?

· Part complexity?

· What is the rate of part production?

Material Restrictions

· What materials are suited to which processes. Example:

· What types of materials can be rolled?  Extruded?  Cast?  Etc.

Only 5 or 6 points are needed for each video.  The videos are meant to allow a process to be viewed as it happens and are intended to supplement the notes/discussions that occur in class.
